enlire cnuntq, leaving rcna of thnusandsof people dead an 2' as many injured. !I undreds of 
thousands more have fled their homes to escape the slaughter and arc now scarcered 
throughout the wun There is an enormous need for humanitarian assistance. 

In I?I aii ICRC me ical teams arc? working round the clock at both the central has itdl B 3'. 
and an CRC field hospital, where over 600 casualties have already rerriverl *r~nrmcnc Pfi;, 
ICRC has also started distributing food aid to several thousand p p l e  in various pans of 
the capital. 

Two additional ICRC teams that managed to enter thecountryb-om Bumndl and U anda 
on 16 and 17 Apdl ate now conducting a surve. of mcdicsl and food needs in the nor& and 
south of the country. Initial repon. illdiate t K at several hundreds of thominds of people 
have gathered in the north-east and southeast of Rwanda and that some 100,WOmore are 
grouped near Rutare in the soulh. The ICRC will t to get faod through to them in an 
operation or anized together with the World Food rogramme (WFP), which has made 
available its f ood stocks in Burundi.
